There are categories and filters. 

The categories provide you with an initial 
overview. If you like playing sport, for example, 
you can look in the ‘Sport and games’ category. 
If you would like to discover Hamburg, then 
‘Adventure and discoveries’ is the category for 

you. 
If you would like to 
go on a trip with 
your family, check 
out the ‘Hamburg 
area’ category. 
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If you would like to travel without your parents, 
click through the ‘Travel’ category.

You can use the filters to narrow down the 
search results further. 

You can search for courses for your age 
group and for classes that are taking place in 
your neighbourhood (‘Offers in your area’ or 
‘Postcode’). 
You can search for offers taking place within 
a specific period, 
for example, only 
ones happening 
during the 
summer 
holidays or on a 
particular day. 
You can also 
filter specifically 
for offers 
that can be paid for via the Bildungspaket 
(education and participation scheme). 
Another search option will show you offers that 
children and young people in wheelchairs can 
also take advantage of.
